At least 2,000 women marched on June 17, 2018 in the streets of
Huelva, a town in south-eastern Spain known for its intensive
monoculture of greenhouse strawberries, in support of female
seasonal workers - especially Moroccan women - who filed
complaints of sexual assault on several farms in the region. These
seasonal workers are mostly recruited through a foreign labour
introduction scheme known as contratacion en origen (recruitment in
the country of origin).

The call to join the demonstration was
issued Dby the SOC-SAT (Andalusian
Workers' Union), a member of ECVC,
